Soc 507, Marriage and Family Relations (273463)
Course focuses on historical, cross-cultural, and contemporary variations in marriage and family relationships; particular attention to how class, race, and gender shape family processes, the life course, child outcomes, and parental well-being. Readings, discussions, and term projects provide a knowledge base in current theoretical, methodological, and substantive issues in the sociological study of the family. SEM

Soc 539, Sociology of Juvenile Justice (386141)
A critical review of the contemporary social research on the juvenile justice system; looks at the social and legal process leading to juvenile court dispositions. SEM

Soc 593, Special Topic - Urban Poverty (496848)
This course focuses on contemporary debates regarding the causes and consequences of urban poverty, particularly in the U.S. Among the issues discussed will be the rise in concentrated poverty, the validity of the "culture of poverty" thesis, and the role of public policy in exacerbating the problem--and possibly alleviating it. Key works used in the class will include Ellwood's POOR SUPPORT, Wilson's THE TRULY DISADVANTAGED, Massey and Denton's AMERICAN APARTHEID, and Duncan and Brooks-Gunn's THE CONSEQUENCES OF GROWING UP POOR. Soc 594, Special Topic - Women and Work (400082)
The purpose of this seminar is to familiarize students with contemporary works on women working in non-traditional roles, and to enhance their understanding of the social, economic, and political situations (including public- and social-policy approaches) that affect labor force participation of women. Discussions will include such topics as: organizational procedures used to recruit, train, and promote workers; male responses to women entering sex-Atypical jobs; the culture of male-dominated workplaces; issues of sexual harassment in the workplace; sex stereotypes and their effects in the workplace; the significance of mentor relationships; the glass ceiling phenomenon, and more. While issues and trends, pertaining to women working in male-dominated occupations will be discussed generally, students will peruse case studies of women working in: construction, manufacturing, the penal system, the military, corporate management and medicine.
